Language / Numeracy:  Each month you will receive an information sheet with ideas for you to further develop your child’s numeracy and language skills.

Parental involvement:  Please contact a member of staff if you are a parent/grandparent/carer who has a skill or job which would benefit us in the nursery.  You could help us either by coming into the nursery to speak to the children about what you do (e.g. nurse, cook, hairdresser, post person, etc), or support us practically (e.g. in the garden, D.I.Y. skills, etc).
